The simplest way in is to go through our website www.chernobyl-chidren.org.uk. Click on the easyfundraising logo on
the Home Page and you will go straight into the site where there is a message :eliinE you that you are raising funds for
CCP(UK). Down the left side of the page is a list of types of goods - books, photographs, toys, toiletries, clothes, furniture,
virtually anything! - and once you click on what you are looking for you will be amazed ac all the shops which are on offer
to you, all giving a donation of berween 1% and 8% ro us, at no cost to you!

Unity Lottery

If you like to have a flurter and are a regular buyer of lottery tickets then
this is for you! This lottery is drawn every week with a top prize of £25,000
for anyone who martches all six numbers. There are small prizes of £5 to
£100 for matching some of the numbers, and you will automarically be
notified of a win. Half of all the funds donated come to CCP{UK) and the
rest is used for prizes and administration. Registration forms can be
downloaded from the Unity Lottery website, from our website or you can
ask us to send you one from the office. If 100 of our supporters play the
lottery once a week this will being us £2,500 a year - enough to pay the
salary for two of our carers at Rodni Kur or to provide a holiday in Belarus
for 20 young people with disabilities.

Standing Order

Of course if you would rather give us the whole of your pound a week,
instead of just 50p, you could make us a Standing Order for £4 a month.
With Gift Aid added, this would bring us over £60 a year.
