5. Costs
· Ptich - You must raise a minimum £500, plus gift aid or a minimum of £550 if it cannot be gift aided to cover your flight, food and accommodation at the camp. 
· [bookmark: _Hlk22918856]Zhuravichi/Vikov - You must raise a minimum £450, plus gift aid, or a minimum of £500 if it cannot be gift aided to cover your flight, food and accommodation at the institution. 
· Rechitsa - You must raise a minimum £400, plus gift aid, or a minimum of £450 if it cannot be gift aided to cover your flight and accommodation at the institution. You will need to provide your own food but there are shops and restaurants close by.

If you can raise more than this the extra funds will be used to improve the lives of disabled people living in institutions in Belarus.

You will need to purchase your own travel insurance. It is recommended that this is purchased in advance, but limited insurance can also be purchased on arrival at Minsk airport.

6. Please note that this role requires you to possess a Disclosure and Barring Service (DBS) Certificate and be registered on the Update Service or, if not, to provide the information necessary to enable CCP (UK) to apply for a new DBS check.
